* Any member of the group can nominate a local charity upon joining (charities are prequalified prior
to any meeting)

» At the meeting, three of the pre-qualified charities are chosen at random and, after a brief
presentation by the nominating member, the members vote on which charity to support

» Everyone writes a $100 check, on the spot, directly to the winning charity

That's it! No event planning, no committees, no raffles, no telemarketing, no volunteering — just a
group of charity-minded women working together to give back to our own communities.



All charitable organizations must be located in, and serve, Nassau and Suffolk Counties, and must
have a 501 (3) non-profit status.

their favorite Long Island based charity no later than July 9 to be considered at the upcoming
meeting.
